A. Report on, 4949 Balboa project. The impact of the project on

traffic, park safety, and zoning were reviewed by D. Rosen.                                         

B. Encino Ventura Apartment Development LLC (Old Gold Mt) -  withdrew its appeal of the Zoning Administration’s denial of an extension for the project’s current entitlements. 

4. Christopher Jackson, community planner for Tarzana-Encino, reported that he is instructing developers to contact the neighborhood councils early in their planning process. He is reviewing  the Ventura – Cahuenga Boulevard Corridor Specific Plan. The review will include residential parcels, and office space. Projects pay into a fund that can be used to mitigate the adverse impacts of development. Funds have been used by the Department of Transportation for beautification projects in the corridor. His review will be completed in July 2007. It will evaluate what fraction of the office space target (4.1 million square feet) have been built. He will also evaluate the Transportation situation against City standards, and will grade the operation of thirty corridor intersections.

Richard Platkin (city planner) gave a summary of the LA general plan. He reported that 80 to 90% of all projects are built by right (comply with the general plan, and the zoning regulations). The remaining 10 to 20 percent of projects require either variances and or zone changes.

5. G. Silver read the reworded Interim Community Ordnance drafted by Rob Glushon, and moved its adoption (seconded by P. Noce).

     CERTIFIED NEIGHBORHOOD COUNCIL FOR RECOMMENDATION 

     TO THE CITY PLANNING DEPARTMENT PRIOR TO THE INITIAL 

     DECISION ON AY SUCH PROJECT.
