Each Board member absence shall be recorded in the Council’s meeting minutes or other manner of Council 
record keeping, and that, upon missing the required number of Board meetings for removal, the Council 
Presiding Officer shall notify the Board member and provide notice to that Board member that their seat has 
been declared vacant. Any regular meeting of the Board, scheduled and noticed as per the Brown Act, shall 
constitute a meeting for the purpose of determining Board member attendance.
