Members of the
public who wish to be recognized on any item are requested to complete a question card for each
item they wish to address, and present the completed card(s) to the Sergeant-At-Arms. Speaker
cards are available at the back of the meeting room. Posting of your personal information to the
ENC or any public organization can be released upon request under the Public Records Act.
You are not required to post your information unless you choose to.

The Council will also provide an opportunity for the public to speak on any [Non-Agenda ltems*]
during “Public Comment”. The Council may not take any action or discuss matters addressed
in “Public Comments”. However, the Council President may refer such matters to the appropriate
Council Committees for further consideration.

* Public comments are limited to TWO (2) minutes per speaker.

* ENC COUNCIL DISCUSSION AND TIME LIMITS — ENC Councilmember’s requesting to speak will
be recognized by the President in the order requested. For any item, the Chairperson of the
Committee, or the maker of the original motion shall have up to THREE (3) minutes to discuss
the item. Councilmember’s may speak up to TWO (2) minutes each on the matter unless
extended by the President or Council. After all members desiring to speak on a question have had
an opportunity to be heard once, the time for each Member desiring to speak again shall be
limited to a maximum of ONE (1) minute unless extended by the President or Council. A
motion calling the “Previous Question” may be introduced by any member during a Council debate.
